What Can be Taught in an Interactive Writing Lesson

Phonemic Awareness

· Teacher generates words that rhyme with whatever word is being added to text

· Children generate words that rhyme

· Have children stretch words to listen for sounds

· Clap parts of words (syllables)

· Teacher generates words (or names) that begin the same as the one being written; children can contribute words

· Select a word from the text to segment (Robot talk); have children blend it

Letter Formation

· Children form letter BIG in the air, on the carpet, on their neighbor's back, etc. saying the movements

· Teacher provides white or chalk board for children to practice (after above step)

Concepts About Print

· Teach directionality and return sweep by having all children point to where the next word should be written

· Use various glitzy pointers to teach one to one correspondence

· Have a child hold the space between words with a hand; after several texts ask the children what comes next

· Teach all punctuation

· Teach letter writing

· Differentiate between word, letter, and sentence

Sight Words

· Have children write word in the air while one child is writing it in text

· Have children practice word on white or chalk boards

· Have children scan the room to find the word some place else (i.e. book titles, bulletin boards

How Words Work and Phonics

· Use a white board or magnadoodle to show rhyming words and word families while one child is writing word into text

· List words (or names) that begin or end with the same letter

· Use a white board or magnadoodle to demonstrate how prefixes and suffixes change words

· Demonstrate how to use words they know to get to a new word

· After stretching words to hear sounds, ask what letters are needed

Fluent Reading

· Have all children point and read after each word is added

· Give individual turns for children to read entire text

· Hang the text in a place where children can read it every day such as in center time or" reading the room"

Accomplishments for Phonemic Awareness,

Concepts of Print, and Letter Naming

Preschool 

· attends to separable and repeating sounds in language (e.g. Peter, Peter, Pumpkin Eater)

· knows that letters are a special type of graphics that can be individually recognized

· knows that it is the print that is read in stories

· understands that different texts are used for different purposes

· shows interest in books

· displays reading and writing attempts

· identifies 10 letters, especially those from own name

· writes" messages as part of playful activity

· begins to attend to beginning or rhyming sound in prominent words

Kindergarten

· points to print when listening to any familiar text or when rereading own writing

· recognizes and names all upper‑ and Iower case letters

· understands that the sequence of letter s in a written word represents the sequence of sounds in a spoken word (alphabetic principle)

· understands that spoken words consist of a sequence of phonemes

· identifies which one is different when given spoken set

· identifies which two share sounds from a spoken set
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· produces a word that rhymes when given a spoken word

· counts the number of syllables in a word

First Grade 

· blends or segments the sounds of most one syllable words

· knows many one‑to‑one letter‑sound correspondences

· understands punctuation and book features
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Word Recognition Accuracy

Kindergarten
· knows many letter‑sound correspondences

· begins to understand that the sequence of letters in a written word represents the sequence of sounds in spoken words

First Grade

· decodes phonetically regular, one-syllable words in texts

· monitors own reading and self‑corrects when an incorrectly identified word does not fit with cues provided by the letters in the word or the context surrounding the word

Second Grade

· decodes one-syllable words not yet known automatically through use of letter-sound correspondence knowledge and by recognition of phonograms or analogy to rhyming words

· decodes unknown multisyllabic words through phonic and structural analysis
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
